There was a total of 8 calls
last month, 5 medical and 3 fire. Rick Borchardt was present to represent the Fire Relief Association. The Fire Relief
Association is separate from the Fire Department. It provides a retirement benefit for members. After 10 years it will pay
60 % and after 20 years it will pay 100 %. The ask is to get the amount increased from $800 to $1200.

R. Lewis made a motion to approve the request to increase the Fire Relief Association amount to $1200.00, D. Lingle
seconded the motion. Motion carried with a roll call vote with all members present voting in favor, Mayor Danelski
abstained from voting, K. Philipps absent.
